To view the Devil’s Fork Illusion (aka “Schuster’s Conundrum”), cover the left half of the fork with your 
hand. You will see what appears to be an object composed of three round pipes. Cover the same drawing on 
the right half, and you will see what appears to be a U-shaped object made of only two square pipes.
